Speakers for Schools The Young Reporter scheme is a schools programme 

giving students aged 14-18 an opportunity to write for 

a real live online newspaper. The programme runs for 

eight months during the school term, with various 

opportunities offered along the way.

At the end of the scheme students are judged on 

the articles they have submitted throughout the year 

and an awards ceremony is held for the winners.

The scheme is open to Years 10, 11, 12 and 13 and 

students start their ‘writing career’ uploading articles 

directly onto the Newsquest websites, within specified 

deadlines and categories.

If you are one of the many young people 

interested in apprenticeships, now is the time to 

be actively looking for opportunities as many 

companies are launching their schemes for 

young people finishing school this summer

What is an Apprenticeship?

• As an apprentice you work for an employer

• Get paid to work and undergo a period of training where you 

will learn a particular workplace skill or set of skills

• Work towards a qualification which you can use to access 

future jobs

• Apprenticeships last between 1 and 5 years

• Apprenticeships can go onto a further level of training or 

secure a job in a relevant industry

• Guaranteed at least £3.50 per hour – it’s not uncommon to 

be earning in the region of £150 to £260 per week for an 

advanced apprenticeship

• Salaries for higher apprenticeships usually progresses year 

on year starting between £7-20K and completing on £18 to 

£26K
